IDEAS ABOUT GLOBALIZATION IN SOCIOLOSKI PREGLED /
SOCIOLOGICAL REVIEW: THE POSSIBILITY OF APPLYING DAVID
HELD ET ALS DIVISION INTO THREE SCHOOLS OF THOUGHT?

(Translation In Extenso)

Abstract: Humankind has gone through several stages of growth of global aware-
ness, which can be divided depending on the historical manifestation of the intensity of
globalization in the main areas of society. The scientific interest in globalization has lasted
for several decades, and it is expressed through different theoretical perspectives on glo-
balization. Although it has become commonplace in many theoretical models to divide
the set of ideas about globalization into skepticism and hyperglobalism, more rarely trans-
formationalism, the question of whether the list of main arguments in works of such au-
thors complies with D. Held’s division remains open. In order to describe the conceptual
diversity of globalization in Serbia, the first part of this paper presents an analysis of ideas
about globalization from the journal *Sociolo$ki pregled/ Sociological Review, while the
second part considers data on the possibility of applying David Held et. al’s division into
three schools of thought about globalization: skeptics, hyperglobalizers and transforma-
tionalists. In accordance with the set of objectives of the research, this paper applies the
method of content analysis, whereby the data coding model is constructed in a deductive
strategy. This paper concludes that only a few of the criteria of this division are relevant
for distinguishing the ideas of globalization in the domestic sociological field.

Introduction

Humankind has been reflecting on global social problems and globalization for a
long time, and the development of ‘global awareness’ can be divided into five stages: from

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the mid-18™ century to 1920; from 1920 to 1960; from 1960 to the late 1980s - the stage
of ‘discovery’ and research of global problems of modernity; from the late 1990s, the still
ongoing stage which is characterized by an understanding of globalization as a process;
the fifth is the hypothetical stage of post-globalization - which has yet to become obvi-
ous through external manifestation, but can be inferred through ‘new utopian projects of
cosmic conquests’ (Chumakov, 2010, pp. 40-42). An overview of the emergence of human
interest into global problems or the so-called development of global awareness reveals
that globalization is a ‘process without time limitations; it combines the past, present and
future’ (Chumakov, 2010, p. 40).

The degree of influence of globalization on science is a question that pertains to how
much it changes social reality. Regardless of different interpretations in international and
Serbian literature, contemporary sociology is increasingly adopting the paradigmatic ap-
proach which studies the contemporary society from the global point of view. Global so-
cial processes have also affected the subject and method of contemporary sociology, which
is reflected in the redefinition of sociological concepts (Albrow et al, 1994, pp. 371-389).
The diversity of ideas on globalization has given rise to a need to define the main criteria
for its classification. This question was answered by Alan Scott, who claims that ‘globaliza-
tion can be interpreted either diagnostically or politically and that this difference may be
more fundamental than that, say, between Marxist and non-Marxist perspectives” (Skot,
2003, p. 75). Leslie Sklair believes that globalization concepts can be differentiated into
four ‘main approaches’: the world-systems approach; the global culture approach; the
global polity and society approach; the global capitalism approach (Skler, 2003, str. 37).
The adoption of a particular approach in globalization analysis is also dependent on the
direct effects of globalization (Gidens, 2005, p. 55).

Another notable classification of schools of thought on globalization is the one pro-
posed by David Held et al,® which is based on eight criteria. In view of the ‘rich diversity
of intellectual approaches and normative convictions among globalization theorists, three
perspectives can de differentiated — skeptics, hyperglobalizers and transformationalists,
each of which ‘reflects a general set of arguments and conclusions about globalization
with respect to its: conceptualization, causal dynamics, socio-economic consequences,
implications for state power and governance, and historical trajectory’ (Held, 2003, p. 49).
In Serbia there are virtually no studies focusing on sociological thought on globalization
seen through the prism of Held’s typology of globalization perspectives or any other clas-
sification. Instead, there are theoretical treatises discussing Held’s typology, most of which
are highly critical of the way it was developed (Michael, 2003; Tadi¢, 2005, 2006a, 2006b).
The most widespread criticism is that the division was conceived with the main goal of
describing and understanding the Western thought on globalization. One of Held’s critics
(Michael, 2003, p. 5) notes that the division rests on the definition of ‘what globalization
is not; distorting the views of some theoretical approaches or schools of thought on glo-
balization. The reasoning behind this criticism is the claim that David Held’s definition of
globalization is essentially tautological (Michael, 2003, p. 6).

3 Subsequently throughout the paper, all references to this division or classification will only include
Held for expositional simplicity. The contribution of his colleagues to the development of this
analytical framework (A. McGrew, D. Goldblatt & J. Perraton) is implied by default.
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Subject, method and objective

This paper focuses on ideas on globalization expressed in the contributions to the
journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review and the possibility of applying Held’s divi-
sion of schools of thought into hyperglobalism, skepticism and transformationalism. The
journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review was chosen due to its prestige and influence
in the Serbian and Balkan academic community, as well as to memory the 80" anniversary
of the publication of its first issue.

This analysis spans the period from the first issue to the last issue published in 2017.
The main objective of this paper is to determine the number of contributions focusing on
globalization and to outline: their theoretical starting points, thematic focus, and terms used
to explain or illustrate the concept of globalization, its problems and consequences and pro-
posed solutions. The secondary objective is to explore the possibility of applying Held’s divi-
sion of perspectives on globalization to sociological texts on globalization by local authors.

All papers were analyzed using the empirical research method - content analysis.
Content analysis does not only explore the ‘content of messages but almost always consid-
ers their form, i.e. not only what was said, written or pictured, but how as well: in a calm,
objective manner or with more emotion, passion, personal or collective involvement’
(Mili¢, 2014, p. 574). The entire empirical approach is based on direct (Hsieh & Shannon,
2005, pp. 1277-1288) and deductive (Elso & Kyngis, 2008, pp. 107-115) strategy of apply-
ing the content analysis method.> A set of data is defined as a group of analyzed original
scientific papers published in the internationally relevant local journal Socioloski pregled/
Sociological Review. The sample was made using several criteria: a) use of the term ‘global-
ization’ in the title or keywords; b) year of publication; c) type of published paper.

In view of the fact that the selection of texts for analysis was based on titles and key-
words containing the word ‘globalization’ and that they belong to various fields of sociol-
ogy and have different subjects and objectives and diverging views on globalization (for
or against), it is unrealistic to expect that each and every one of them will yield (direct or
indirect) answers to all eight of Held’s questions on the globalization debate. Assuming
that much of this data cannot be categorized into any of these general categories and/or
subcategories, the main operational network of terms (on globalization) and general ap-
proach (field of study) was inferred from all texts. Data will be analyzed through interpre-
tation of manifest and hidden meanings of coded contents. The data coding model for this
analysis was conceived based on the deductive strategy, in accordance with Held’s division
of schools of thought on globalization and the set objectives of this paper
Applying this model, data was searched and interpreted based on the main category and
eight general categories, and then classed into one, two and/or three subcategories - hy-

The differentiation of the inductive and deductive approach to the definition of key categories in
content analysis was used in older studies of this research method (Mayring, 2000, via: Brankovié
2014, p. 167); a ‘formula for verifying the reliability of coding’ was developed for researchers
(Brankovi¢, 2014, p. 168).
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perglobalism (H); skepticism (S); and transformationalism (T). According to the subject
of this research, indicators are (written) statements in the text with corresponding se-
mantic units.® Therefore the second part of the analysis provides a table of criteria used to
highlight theoretical differences between analyzed texts in order to test the possibility of
applying Held'’s typology to the local sociological field of ideas about globalization.

Ideas about globalization in Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review

The analysis of sociological papers published from the end of WWII to the so-called
end of history (Fukuyama, 2002) shows that research questions in this period pointed to
the problem of the social structure of a specific global society in the nation-state frame-
work and, more widely, to the problem of relations between two social systems: capital-
ism and socialism. A text focusing on the thematic and content direction of sociological
research up until the 1970s highlights that ‘the diversity of topics and contents, as well as
their theoretical background, methodological specificity and character of scholarly expla-
nation depends on the degree of development of sociology itself” (Mili¢, 1978, p. 120). Al-
though global awareness began to emerge much earlier, in Serbian sociology the factors of
globalization were studied as part of international sociology and modernization theory.”

The first papers on globalization began to appear in the journal Socioloski pregled/ So-
ciological Review in 2000. The sample consists of 21 papers; up to its fourth issue in 2017,
the journal has published nine original scientific papers, ten review papers, and two book
reviews on globalizationm

For example, this is illustrated by a text published in the 1970s under the title Geopolitics of Gov-
ernments and Aid to Underdeveloped Countries (Petrovi¢, 1972) in the section Sociology of In-
ternational Relations of the journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review. The journal later pub-
lished another two texts with interesting titles - World Modernization: the Limits of Convergence
(Moore, 1980, pp. 51-60) and Cross-border Cooperation (Kavan, 1989, pp. 101-110). At the time
of publication of the first two tests, the Editors’ Board Council of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological
Review was chaired by academician Radomir Luki¢, who underlined the importance of the ‘unifi-
cation of humankind’ process as early as 1957 (Popi¢, Suvakovi¢, 2014, pp. 377-390).

This analysis includes papers published in the special edition of the journal in 2012 to mark the
‘Centenary of Sociology in Serbia’ Reviews have not been subjected to full analysis except in this
(first) part which presents and overview of published works according to the ‘main’ category of
data coding. The journal has also published two reviews of books on globalization (Miskovi¢,
2005, pp. 349-353; Avramovi¢, 2010, pp. 349-356).
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Starting from the issues of Sociologki pregled/ Sociological Review in 2000, from
which we have selected the first papers using the term ‘globalization, up to 2016 which
saw the publication of the last contribution to this topic, the texts cover wide-ranging
fields, branches, thematic focuses and structures. An overview of these papers has shown
that globalization has had a variety of theoretical backgrounds. Depending on the subject
and aim, the texts contain different operational networks of globalization terms and offer
a range of responses to the main theoretical practical problems and their possible solu-
tions. In terms of their field and dominant theoretical framework, the first two papers
published in 2000 belong to: 1) the socio-legal field, with the following operational net-
work of globalization terms: globalization of the ideology of human rights, democracy,
legal and social circumstances, world governance, global control, state, sovereignty, free-
dom, regionalization, rule of law, universal human values, anti-humanism (Ciri¢, 2000,
pp- 69-88); and 2) global-systematic approach, which includes the following operational
network of terms: neo-liberalism, free market, supranational capital and elites, sover-
eignty, national government, local elites, globalization centers, two faces of globalization,
two faces of Serbia, Americanization, global value system (Brdar, 2002, pp. 57-80), and
2) the systematic-structural approach which contains the following operational network
of terms: global imperialism, global domination, post-sovereignization (de-sovereigniza-
tion and supra- sovereignization), postindustrial integrationism, megaintegrations and
global differentiation, US, EU (Rankovi¢, 2002, pp. 323-375). A year later, one the au-
thors analyzed the subject of her research from the postmodern or late modern perspec-
tive using the following operational network of terms: postmodern society, economic
and cultural globalizing processes, youth, socialization, identity, biography, political ac-
tivism, globalization, transition, value system, virtual communities, post-political par-
ticipation, field of symbolical political practice (Cickari¢, 2003, pp. 79-99). One of the
two papers published in 2006 has a socio-legal perspective with the following opera-
tional network of terms: mobility of production factors, integration, market, direct for-
eign investments, growing openness of societies and limited sovereignty of states, John
Rawls, globalization of US sovereignty, genocidalism as a means of globalization, impe-
rialism, ideology and research practice, education, international criminal law, global jus-
tice, Yugoslavia, Rwanda, criminal act (Joki¢ & Dickson, pp. 323-346); the second paper
is rooted in the liberal-conservative idea with the following operational network of terms:
European (global) democratization, globalization of democracy, political relativism, the
project of global democratization, Alexis de Tocqueville, national freedom, autonomy,
identity, state, democratic colonization, confrontation, conflict, actor of global democ-
racy, US, universalization of political models, national political culture, political liberal-
ism, human rights and freedoms (Avramovi¢, 2006, pp. 115-125). Two years later, the
journal published a paper in the field of psychiatry which uses the term ‘globalization’
and the following operational network of terms: liberalization of global economic rela-
tions, global awareness, negative and positive aspects of globalization, psychiatric disor-
ders, abuse of psychiatry, mass expansion of psychiatric knowledge, aspects of the global
world crisis, reform of psychiatry, protection of individual political rights (Opali¢, 2008,
pp- 385-400). Globalization was discussed as a process that was channeled by a single
global superpower; the next paper has geopolitical relations for its starting point and
underlines the importance of multipolarity, not unlike the model outlined by Brzezinski
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(Brzezinski, 2013), using the following operational network of terms: international rela-
tions, international community, stability, global growth of conflict potential in the world,
contemporary threats, drawbacks of the unipolar system for global governance, the glob-
al triangle model - US, Russia and China, strategic interests of the three centers, US as a
promoter and guarantor of the world order, unfeasibility of global rule of law, nation-
states as the main actors of international relations, global system of dependence, demo-
cratic values and market economy, safe evolution of civilization (Mladenovi¢ & Ponoma-
reva, 2011, pp. 459-476). Compared to previous years, the number of published texts on
globalization in Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review was the largest in 2012 in the en-
tire sample. Global processes and relations were interpreted through the category of
‘color revolutions’ with the following operational network: project of global governance,
instrumentalization of modern informational, communicational, educational and media
technologies, role of the US, expansion of democracy and American values beyond the
US, results of transition of undemocratic regimes, ideal Western neo-liberal model of
democracy, ‘soft power; Arabian spring, youth, Russia, revolutionary situation, ‘ideolog-
ical vacuum, the world as a peace community or terror community (Mladenovi¢, Pono-
mareva, Kilibarda, 2012, pp. 513-533). The theoretical model of analyzing contemporary
global processes and changes through the prism of concepts such as globalization - glo-
balism - Americanization was particularly widespread, for example in the contribution
using the following operational network of terms: global interdependence, disintegration
projects, globalism, Americanization of education and other fields of society, nation-
state, immigration of the highly educated, intellectual capital, society of knowledge
(Avramovi¢, 2012, pp. 189-202). The remaining four papers from 2012 appeared in the
volumes of the special edition of Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review and have the fol-
lowing notable characteristics: 1) systematic-structural approach and operational net-
work of the terms: empire, ‘hard’ and ‘soft’ power, center and periphery, domination,
dependence, economic exploitation, imperialist strategy, global development course,
global system, totalitarianism, social progress/regress, ‘post-historical’ society, global in-
equality, American imperialism, ‘internal/subversive interventionism, ‘color revolutions,
European Union, American power, military power, sovereignty, democracy, world sys-
tem (Rankovi¢, 2012, pp. 1156-1189); or 2) the academic opus of a globalization theorist
with the operational network of terms: biography, scholarship, Miroslav Pecujli¢, global-
ization studies, two faces of globalization, contradictions, globalization models, inter-
connectedness, authoritarian models, social-democratic model, global economy, politi-
cal power of the state, nationalist character of globalism in Serbia (Trkulja, 2012, pp.
445-484); as well as texts about the theretical-methodological evolution and research
challenges of globalization in Serbia: 3) with the operational network of terms: modern
sociology, sociology of globalization, globalization of sociology, new fields of research/
problems, Miroslav Pecujli¢, contemporary social changes, modern world, global system
theory, global society, the mega-trend of modernization and evolution of the world, two
faces of globalization, redefined subject and method of modern sociology, mondology
(Mitrovi¢, 2012, pp. 485-498); and 4) with the operational network of terms: objective
historical process, interconnectedness, subjective and objective globalization, divisive-
ness of the modern world, sociological scholarship on globalization in Serbia, academic
publications, research practices on globalization (Popi¢, 2012, pp. 1116-1133). 2013 saw
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the publication of a paper that offers an answer to the theoretical and methodological
challenges of the study of ‘globalizing social reality’ and which employs the constructivist
approach and the following operational network of terms: mega-processes of globaliza-
tion, interconnectedness, global vs. global risk societies, sociology as an meta-disciplin-
ary science, modern sociological theoretical construction, classification of views on glo-
balization, globalizing social reality, theoretical-me-thodological framework, sociology
of environment, territorialization, environment, sustainable development, global-local,
context (Pusi¢, pp. 171-187). The following year, the theoretical position of essentialism
and cultural constructivism appeared through the operational network of terms: global
interdependence, global capitalism, universal values, US and multipolarity, division into
globaphiles and globaskeptics, de-territorialization processes, dialectic of cultural glo-
balization, world vs. global society, identity crisis, postmodern subject, plurality of cul-
tures and identities, popular culture, virtual identity, (post)identity (Bozilovi¢, 2014, pp.
531-548). 2015 saw the publication of a paper from the field of political sociology with
the operational network of terms: permeation, hybridization and reciprocity, decon-
struction of nation-states, global capitalism, transnational companies, paradox, new bor-
der order, dissemination, Border Studies, contraction of political space (Prosi¢, 2014, pp.
313-324). The last paper analyzed here uses the modernization approach and makes up
the operational network of terms: Russia, modernization, reforms, global challenges, ad-
aptation, global trends of change in rural societies, economic differentiation, modern
processes of adaptation of rural households and the diversification of rural economy,
spatial and social differentiation, rural communities, decline of villages (Nechiporenko &
Samsonov, 2016, pp. 511-526). The general definition of globalization seems to display a
variety of ideas. For example, globalization can be understood as: channeling globaliza-
tion under the guise of universal values to the advantage of some nations — great powers
(Ciri¢, 2000, p. 83); globalization has two faces: internal differentiation and external uni-
fication (Tripkovi¢, 2000, pp. 62-63); refeudalization (absolutism of the 17t and 18t
century), earlier processes such as ‘colonization, ‘Westernization, ‘Americanization’ and
‘imperialisny’ (Brdar, 2002, pp. 66-76); expansion of markets with ‘liberal hallmarks’ and
as resource globalization (Rankovi¢, 2002, pp. 330-331); globalization transforms all as-
pects of everyday life and social institutions (Cickari¢, 2003, pp. 80); two sides of global-
ization, one of which refers to the process of global economic integration, and the other
to the sovereignty aspect and manifests itself as the globalization of US sovereignty
through ‘genocidalism™ (Joki¢ & Dickson, 2006, pp. 325); transcending traditional bor-
ders, with emphasis on liberalization of economic relations in the word, media, and glob-
al awareness about the global society (Opali¢, 2008, pp. 395); reshuffling of international
relations and power centers, with neo-imperialist tendencies of leading world powers
(Mladenovi¢ & Ponomareva, 2012, pp. 460-461); an objective and deeply contradictory
process which manifests itself as globalism and Americanization (Avramovi¢, 2012, pp.
190); globalization is expressed through all-pervasive mega-processes, while the ‘envi-
ronment is the smallest common denominator of all causes and effects of the mega-pro-
cesses that describe globalization” (Pusi¢, 2013, pp. 171, 181); or as interdependence of
global societies which takes place on ‘all levels, but all of its elements are essentially de-
termined by culture’ (Bozilovi¢, 2015, pp. 532-535).

In this part of our paper, analyzed texts are interpreted from the viewpoint of Held’s
typology - first based on answers indicating the presence of general categories and then
based on answers that verify the relevance of defined subcategories.

Based on data provided in the general categories can be listed according to
the number of answers offered in analyzed texts. Thus, the first two categories (What is
new?; Dominant characteristics) have yielded the highest number of answers. Categories
pertaining to the categories ‘Power of national governments’ and ‘Conceptualization of
globalization’ rank second among the most current and widespread questions. Answers
about the ‘historical trajectory; ‘dominant motive’ and ‘ultimate argument’ are somewhat
scarcer. The fewest are texts that discuss the driving forces of globalization, which is to
be expected as these texts and treatises discuss different research topics. One of the texts
analyzed here seems to defy categorization, as it included globalization in its key words
but discusses global challenges - as indicated in its title®.

Answers provided in analyzed texts to the eight questions from Held’s typology have
been interpreted through corresponding semantic units, or more widely - through the in-
terpretation of corresponding theoretical views on a particular semantic unit. The analysis
has determined that many texts contained answers to one of the general categories (‘What is
new?’) from one of more subcategories.'?[Table 3] shows that the answers to the first general
category can be seen as skeptical (a total of 9)'!, and as transformationalist (a total of 8).12

The second general category (‘dominant characteristics’) can be divided into the sub-
categories of hyperglobalism (a total of 2)!3, skepticism (7 in total)'* and transformation-
alism (a total of 9)1°. It was noted here that some texts could be said to contain views from

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two subcategories, which is an important result in terms of the possibility of applying
Held’s division of schools of thought on globalization. For example, the first subcategory
of the second general category contains the terms ‘global capitalism, ‘global governance,
and ‘global citizenry, and the acknowledgement of these elements as existing phenomena
in the modern world or adopting a particular normative judgment about them reveals that
it can come from the skeptical or the transformationalist position. While global capital-
ism can be considered an established phenomenon in the modern world, the same cannot
be said of global governance or global citizenry, although some texts do indeed discuss
attempts to implement global governance (Mladenovi¢, Ponomareva, Kilibarda, 2012, pp.
513-533). As for the third category (‘power of national governments), answers are once
again generally transformationalist (a total of 16), with the exception of one text which
offers a systematic analysis of the transformation of power of national governments, but
does not acknowledge this as an existing phenomenon but rather as an attempt to prevent
it through guidelines for positioning nation-states in the modern world (Brdar, 2002, pp.
57-80). According to[Table 3]the fourth general category (‘driving forces of globalization’)
has yielded nine answers from the hyperglobalist subcategory'® and as many from the
transformationalist subcategory'’, while two answers highlighted the skeptic position.!
This, however, indicates that it is very problematic to attempt to divide schools of thought
on globalization based on Held’s principle of differences in the driving forces of globaliza-
tion. Almost the same interpretation can be applied to the fifth general category (‘domi-
nant motive’), because in this case the texts again offered multi-layered answers, as evident
from a comparison between this table and Thus, the fifth general category seems
to include elements from all three subcategories: hypeglobalism!® - 6; skepticism?’ - 5;
transformationalism?! - 20 answers. The sixth category (‘conceptualization of globaliza-
tion’) could indicate the (un)feasibility of some differences as the essential elements of

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globalization highlighted in David Held’s theory and perhaps in theories of the so-called
Western vs. Eastern sphere or the core, periphery and semi-periphery. divides
answers so as to form a combination of multiple subcategories, which becomes apparent
in a comparison of texts that provide answers from the hyperglobalist (5)?2, skeptical??
(4) or transformationalist?* perspective (10). The penultimate, seventh category (‘historical
trajectory’) can be divided into two subcategories: skepticism?® (six answers) and transfor-
mationalism?® (ten answers). Essentially, this category can be assumed to be relevant only
when analyzing texts by globalization theorists, but not in the analysis of contributions by
all authors discussing globalization with various academic objectives. Finally, the eighth
category (‘ultimate argument’) seems to support the verification of the above hypothesis
even more, although this table reveals a skeptical?’ and transformationalist?® set of answers.

In a bid to round up the considerations presented above, this paper ends with a final
classification of contributions, highlighting the main topic and/or analytical category in
a given text on globalization, according to the dominant school of thought and year of
publication in the journal Socioloski pregled/ Sociological Review This analysis
has shown that texts written from the transformationalist perspective outnumber those
from the skeptical point of view; in contrast, none of the published texts espouse the hy-
perglobalist view.

22 Texts that adopt a view on the sixth general category from the subcategory of hyperglobalism
claim that globalization is a reshuffling of the human action framework (Opali¢, 2008; Popic,
2012; Pusi¢, 2013; Bozilovi¢, 2014; Prosic, 2015).

23 Texts that adopt a view on the sixth general category from the subcategory of skepticism ar-
gue in favor of globalization as internationalization and regionalization (Ciri¢, 2000; Brdar, 2002;

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Concluding remarks

An overview of these texts has determined that globalization was discussed in the
wider context of specific social phenomena, i.e. as a wide context of changes in local soci-
eties, e.g. the Republic of Serbia etc. In view of the theoretical underpinnings of globaliza-
tion, these texts indicate some theoretical or practical problems and possible solutions as-
sociated with the modern society shaped by the globalization process, such as: endangered
human rights, a problem which demands the strengthening of the (nation-) state of law
(Ciri¢, 2000, p. 77); the sovereignty paradox — global politics and local economics, which
also needs to be rectified by strengthening the nation-state (Brdar, 2002, pp. 60-61); new
identity feature, post-political participation of young people and de-politization, which
demands the creation of a new political culture and a non-oppressive model of socializa-
tion (Cigkari¢, 2003, pp. 82-96); increased openness of societies and limited state sover-
eignty - a situation that can perhaps be amended by the de-ideologization of academic
scholarship which would fairly discuss the concept of genocidalism as a social phenom-
enon (Joki¢ & Dickson, 2006, p. 345); global democracy which creates international con-
flicts and poses a risk to national identity, freedom and autonomy, and hence needs to be
transformed from one-way democracy (the model promoted by the US) into a multidirec-
tional democracy that acknowledges cultural differences (Avramovi¢, 2006, p. 123); glocal
‘awareness of the social influence of daily life’ and psychiatric disorders, which demands
a reform of psychiatric institutions and practices — advances that would improve both
individual mental healthcare and individual political rights (Opali¢, 2008, pp. 396-398);
world-systems dependency of societies and the redefinition of the subject and method of
sociology, with emphasizing the need of multidisciplinary cooperation between sociology
and other sciences and mondology (Mitrovi¢, 2012, p. 497); the precarious global society
and the state of ‘disciplinary self-reflection’ in sociology (Pusi¢, 2013, pp. 173-175), which
can be resolved by ‘a return to the meaning of context in sociology as its main theoreti-
cal and empirical pillar’ “ (Pusi¢, 2013, p. 185); identity crisis and fading of differences
between art and popular culture (BozZilovi¢, 2014, pp. 534, 543); the essential reduction
of politics to economy and the endangerment of democratic processes, which needs to be
rectified by creating a new political space (Prosi¢, 2015, pp. 322-323).

This attempt to test the possibility of applying Held’s division of schools of thought on
globalization reveals that many questions remain open to a different or updated analysis.
Generally, an important limitation in the application of Held’s division seems to be the
rather rough classification of views into hyperglobalist, skeptical and transfromationalist,
because a number of questions can be seen from one of these perspectives and another set
of questions from a different point of view. In most cases, a question (general category)
can be answered in a way that includes elements from multiple subcategories. This has
proven true in this case, as this analysis has identified statements that represent a synthesis
of all subcategories of a general category. More narrowly, Held’s classification seems espe-
cially questionable in its fourth general category (‘Driving forces of globalization’), since
authors could choose an answer that combines elements from all three subcategories or
even offer an entirely different perspective. Out of a total of 19 texts analyzed here, one pa-
per could not be interpreted through any of the general categories; more than 50% did not
contain an answer to one of the eight general categories; and seven texts did not provide
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an answer to two or more general categories. Therefore it seems safe to conclude that - at
this particular point in time and in the local field of ideas on globalization — only some of
Held’s division criteria remain relevant for the formation of an academic typology. This
result points to another important aspect of the theoretical discussion of globalization
in this field, which pertains to the view of globalization as a project of the ideology of
globalization. The experience of the dissolution of Yugoslavia and the military aggression
against Serbia, which was justified by globalist arguments, can be presumed to have led
to this general view of globalization as a whole. Some texts do offer important answers to
the theoretical and methodological challenges of studying globalization in the modern
world, with the appearance of ‘redefining the constructivist approach’ being particularly
significant as well as the need for the transformation of the subject and method of social
sciences (Petrovi¢, 2014, pp. 216, 220). Like any other social process, the globalization
process can be more or less intensive and more or less determined by ideological factors;
hence it seems incorrect to reduce the entire lawful historical process of globalization and
‘unification of humankind’ (Luki¢, 1957; 1974) to an ideological project.
