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THE BECOMING OF THE SCIENTIFIC
UNDERSTANDING OF REALITY

Summary

The paper will largely focus on the process of becoming of the scientific con-
cept of reality. The reason is that the concept is being understood as a dominant
ontological-epistemological paradigm that lies in the basis of our experience of
reality in general. The bottom line of the paper is to examine the mutual rela-
tionship between the ontological suppositions of scientific understanding of
reality and the sphere of that which is uniquely human. The reality science re-
fers to is understood in terms of materialistic objectivism or as “objective reali-
ty”, while that which is uniquely human is being understood as practical and
pragmatic orientation in the Life-world. For the reasons mentioned, the paper
mostly focuses on philosophers whose account of reality, more or less, presup-
poses the idea of process and becoming, like Peirce, Whitehead, Schutz and
Nagel. Aside of that, these philosophers also share interesting views on the rela-
tionship between reality, science and our practical orientations. After elucidat-
ing the idea between reality and interest, the paper will focus on the issue of the
evolution of scientific ideas and how it reflects (or how it may reflect) on the
Life-world. The purpose of the paper is to examine and determine to what ex-
tentthe following points are plausible: 1) the criteria of establishing of what is
scientific lie not within the sphere of science exclusively; 2) any subjective inter-
est that is merely presented as something above or more than subjective can be
qualified to be considered as a scientific (objective) fact; 3) the criteria of estab-
lishing the ideas of objective reality also modify and influence our metaphysical
and epistemological suppositions; 4) the development of scientific ideas is more
likely to be understood in terms of battle of interests; 5) hence the modification
of our ontological-epistemological suppositions is more to be interpreted as the
fusion of interests, and not the result of the disinterested scientific contempla-
tion.
